2019 Fall Workshop Information
To accompany our Student Matinee performances of Shakespeare’s Twelfth Night and Macbeth, APT is offering free in-classroom workshops led by APT teaching artists. These workshops introduce students to the plays using various techniques to make the story, language, characters and theme vivid and accessible.  
Workshops are provided upon request and are subject to scheduling and teaching artist availability. 

Workshop Guidelines:

· All workshop participants should be attending a student matinee at APT. 

· Workshops are designed to fit into a standard class period (45-60 minutes) and most are suitable for class sizes of around 30 students or less.  You may choose different workshop options for each class.

· APT Teaching Artists can lead up to 4 workshops per day. If you need additional workshops, we will try to schedule your workshop on a date where we can send more than one Teaching Artist. 

· Each workshop must be with a different group of students.

Workshop Options:

· Story Point Theatre:  Through on-your-feet class-wide participation, students will discover and affirm the basic story and characters within Shakespeare’s Twelfth Night or Macbeth as they recreate key story points. Recommended as an introductory workshop for middle and high school students prior to seeing the performance at APT. For standard class sizes and times. 

· Metaphor Theatre: Starting with a piece of text dense with imagery, simile or metaphor, the actors facilitate the students in building physically (with themselves and objects throughout the room) the literal meaning of the passage. This workshop is can be employed before or after students attend the performance and works best with at least 50 minutes of class time.

· Actor Talk: Here’s an opportunity to sit down and ask actors those questions you’ve always wondered about: How did you get involved in theatre? How do you develop a character? What happens during the rehearsal process? This workshop can fit into any class schedule and can be used with larger groups.
