2018 Fall Workshop Information
To accompany Student Matinee performances of Shakespeare’s As You Like It and Measure for Measure, APT offers free in-classroom workshops led by APT teaching artists. These workshops introduce students to the plays using various techniques to make story, language, character and theme vivid and accessible.  Workshops are subject to scheduling and availability. 

Workshop Guidelines:
· All workshop participants should be attending a student matinee at APT 
· Each workshop must be with a different group of students

· Most workshops are designed to fit into a standard class period (45-60 minutes) with class sizes of 30 students or less.  

Workshop Options:
· Story Point Theatre:  Through on-your-feet class-wide participation, students will discover and affirm the basic story and characters within Shakespeare’s As You Like It or Measure for Measure as they recreate key story points. Recommended as an introductory workshop for middle and high school students. For standard class sizes and times. 
· Seven Ages of Man: One of the most renowned and celebrated pieces of Shakespeare, As You Like It's 'Seven Ages of Man' serves as the foundation for an on-your-feet, hands-on exploration of language culminating in a class-wide performance. Recommended for all middle and high school students. For standard class sizes and times.
· Shakespeare Speaks for Himself: The teaching artist will act out monologues from Shakespeare’s As You Like It and other plays. As the students direct them, they experiment with various interpretations of lines and subtext. Recommended for all middle and high school. This workshop can fit into any class schedule and can be used with larger groups. 

· Shakespeare's Stage Combat: From stage slaps to wrestling matches, APT artists guide students through exploring how literature uses force and violence to manifest power. This workshop examines the 'story' behind a piece of staged violence and includes a demonstration of a basic and safe stage slap technique. Ideas can be applied to all manner of literature. Recommended for seventh grade and up. For standard class sizes and times.
· Actor Talk: Here’s an opportunity to sit down and ask actors those questions you’ve always wondered about: How did you get involved in theatre? How do you develop a character? What happens when you mess up? Recommended for all grades. This workshop can fit into any class schedule and can be used with larger groups.

· Why Did They Do It Like That? Designed to follow Shakespeare’s As You Like It, the teaching artists spark and facilitate discussion on the production’s themes, designs, acting choices and goals. This workshop is suitable for standard class sizes and schedules.
